• Categories of information described in Section 1798.80(e) of the California Civil Code (such as physical characteristics or 

description, social security number, driver’s license or state identification number, address, insurance policy number, 

and bank account number) 

• Characteristics of protected classifications under California or federal law (such as race or gender) 

• Internet or other electronic network activity information (such as browsing history, search history, interactions with a 

website, email, application, or advertisement) 

• Geolocation information 

• Professional or employment-related information 

• Education information 

• Inferences drawn from the above information about your predicted characteristics and preferences 

• Other information about you that is linked to the personal information above 

 

How We Use Job Applicants’ Personal Information. We use and disclose the personal information we collect for our commercial 

and business purposes.  These commercial and business purposes include, without limitation: 

• Processing, evaluating, and communicating with you about your application, including to check references and 

communicate with you about other jobs that may interest you. 

• Other business purposes as identified in the CCPA, which include: 

o Auditing related to our interactions with you; 

o Legal compliance; 

o Detecting and protecting against security incidents, fraud, and illegal activity; 

o Debugging; 

o Performing services (for us or our service provider) such as account servicing, processing orders and payments, 

and analytics; 

o Internal research for technological improvement;
